A new testing adventure begins with the launch of the State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness or
STAAR in the 2011-2012 school year. A new test design will focus on readiness for success in subsequent
grades or courses and, ultimately, for college and career.

STAAR differs from TAKS in that it is more rigorous than previous tests, will have more questions and will have a
four hour time limit. With this in mind, we are teaching students the necessary strategies to use in order to per-
form well and finish on time. We will continue to use our GISD elementary curriculum, including Reading Street
and Think Math!, to teach the required Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills or TEKS with greater depth and ri-
gor.

Performance standards for STAAR at grades 3-8 will be set in fall 2012, after the first spring administration of
STAAR. Reporting of STAAR results for grades 3-8 will be available in the Fall of 2012.

The STAAR standardized testing program includes the following elementary grade levels and content areas:
1 3rd Grade: Math & Reading
1 4t Grade: Math, Reading & Writing
1 5t Grade: Math, Reading & Science
